WHAT (the topic)

model and which sectors will undertake
the responsibility to lead

can healthcare be a leading sector in the
new framework?

investigate the issue of medical tourism for the country

what this means for the structural reforms
that need to be taken

full restructure of healthcare sector

should the government apply a direct
intervention to the healthcare system or
not?

privatisation through neo-liberalism or
nationalisation of healthcare provision?

or the adoption of a mixed-economy with
public and private companies

the advantages and disadvantages of
using a common currency

WHY (the rationale)

The country is experiencing a strong and
violent set of procyclical and
countercyclical economic situations which
stem from the continuous recession. On
the other hand due to its specialties
(market structure, market size, mentality
etc) the local economy experiences
distortions such as an increased inflation
in an aggravated downturn situation.

The country started to demonstrate signs
of a social and economical decay. the creation of entropy is a possibility

Such signs have already been
experienced in public health and
healthcare provisions

HOW (the method)

The survey by itself implies the
accommodation of a broad literature. The
first part of the topic will be done through
literature review. The second part will be
done through literature review and the
use of questionnaires. The third part will
be done through literature review and the
use of questionnaires as well.

we will perform a literature taxonomy to
provide what different think tanks, experts
and others have presented. literature taxonomy

we will create an on-line web
questionnaire for getting feedback, which
will be sent to experts only

IMPLICATIONS OF THE STUDY

the investigation of the impact regarding
the change of currency is out of the
question for many economists and
politicians currently.

nevertheless, this study aims to
investigate and present the results of its
research objectives and nothing more
than that.

global think tanks are divided on the issue
of Greece leaving eurozone, positively or
negatively

on the other side, locally, there are no
deep research on the real implications of
leaving eurozone, other than of some
surface approaches (not with numbers,
not comparisons and no scientific
research on comparing the two scenarios
in real terms)

the case of Greece is unique globally,
since there was no so far other occasion
where a country leaves a currency
consortium

new situation will be, after the change of
currency both for the country and
especially for the health sector

What are expected to be the
consequences (challenges and
implications) for the sector and the
country, if Greece leaves euro and adopts
another currency

these have to be specific and measurable

people and especially the health sector
need to operate proactively in case of a
currency change

the intention is to register relevant
statements and use this study as a
reference for further study and guidance

the structure of the research proposal
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
